the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ.  

 

Processions of the 'Birthday celebrations' of the Messenger of Allah, 

Muhammad йтЯК  пЯЊ аЯЂм  this year scarred certain parts of Indian 

subcontinent, where non-Muslim communities raised objections on the 

processions resulting in violent clashes between the two communities.  

Ironically, people participating in the procession raised in memory of 

the Messenger of peace аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ were prepared for any eventuality. 

 

Practicing anything that was not practiced by the Messenger of Allah, 

Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ, his Sahabah (Companions) and two 
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generations after them is forbidden in Islam. It is called Bid'ah 

(Innovation) because our religion Islam was completed by Allah (God) 

during the lifetime of the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ, 

leaving no room to add or subtract anything from it. 

 

Islam has only two festivals - ' Id ul Fi tr (Festival of Breaking Fast) 

and ' Id al 'Ad-ha (Festival of Sacrifice). No pomp and show of any 

kind is associated with even these two festivals. Highlight of the 

festivities is offering ' Idayn Salah (Prayer of the Festivals) in early 

morning.

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Message of Tawhid (Oneness of Allah) in the Qur-an  
 

There are three basic themes of the Qur-an - Wahdah (Oneness of 

Allah), Risalah (Messengership) and Akhirah (Life after death). Allah 

(God) has repeatedly mentioned about them in the Qur-an.  

 

Wahdah (Oneness of Allah) is the main building block of Islamic faith.  

At the time of the advent of Islam, the Messenger of Allah, 

Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ lived in the city of Makkah which housed the 

Ka'bah.  

The Ka'bah constructed by Ibrahim аыЂЮϜ йтЯК (Abraham) with the help of 

his elder son Isma'il аыЂЮϜ йтЯК (Ishmael) was a symbol of worshipping 

Only Allah (God) - the Sole Creator and Sustainer of the universe.  

Over a period of several thousand years, people completely forgot the 

Message of Wahdah (Oneness of Allah), and installed more than 300 

idols inside the Ka'bah. Besides the idols housed inside and around the 

Ka'bah, many more places of worship with idols came up in Arabia. 

Most worshippers of all of these idols also believed that all the gods 

associated with those idols were partners of Allah (God) and help Him 

perform many tasks. Allah (God) negated it categorically and 

mentioned that it the greatest sin ever:

Allah (God) also Commanded to ask Him and Only Him for any need 

no matter how big or small that may be, because only He can fulfill the 

needs of His creation. He even taught us a Du'a (Supplication) about it 

which is repeated in every Rak'ah (Unit) of each Salah (Prayer).

After establishing the fundamentals of Islam, Allah (God) made a few 

obligations for Muslims. One of these obligations is to offer Salah 

(Prayer) regularly at prescribed times. There are no exemptions from 

this obligation under any circumstance.

Allah (God) has repeatedly Commanded Muslims about inculcating the 

quality of Sabr (Patience) in them and specially during testing times. 

He asked Muslims to seek solace by offering Salah (Prayer) and 

having Sabr (Patience) while asking Him for anything.

Some people have deliberately misinterpreted these Ayat (Verses) and 

erroneously deduced that through these verses Allah (God) has told 

them to ask for help from someone other than Allah (God). They 

translate the above Ayah (Verse) as: Seek help FROM patience and 

prayer - making patience and prayer as physical entities. They use these 

Ayat (Verses) as a justification to visit graves of pious men and ask 

them to fulfill their needs. 

 

It clearly amounts to Shirk (Taking partners with Allah) and it is the 

only sin that Allah (God) will never forgive. 
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Worshipping Allah Alone  
 

Central part of the teachings of the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad 

аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ was Oneness of Allah (God). There are scores of Ahadith 

(Sayings of Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ) about it. 

 

Narrated 'Ubadah bin As-Samit йжК  сЎϼ: who took part in the 

battle of Badr and was a Naqib (a person heading a group of six 

persons), on the night of Al-'Aqaba pledge: Allah's Apostle   пЯЊ

аЯЂм йтЯК said while a group of his companions were around him, 

"Swear allegiance to me for: 1. Not to join anything in worship 

along with Allah. 2. Not to steal. 3. Not to commit illegal sexual 

intercourse. 4. Not to kill your children. 5. Not to accuse an 

innocent person (to spread such an accusation among people). 6. 

Not to be disobedient (when ordered) to do good deed." The 

Prophet аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ added: "Whoever among you fulfills his 

pledge will be rewarded by Allah. And whoever indulges in any 

one of them (except the ascription of partners to Allah) and gets 

the punishment in this world, that punishment will be an 

expiation for that sin. And if one indulges in any of them, and 

Allah conceals his sin, it is up to Him to forgive or punish him 

(in the Hereafter)." 'Ubadah bin As- Samit йжК  сЎϼ added: "So we 

swore allegiance for these." (points to Allah 's Apostle йтЯК  пЯЊ 

аЯЂм)  

Bukhari, Book 2, Hadith 17 
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Narrated Ibn 'Abbas йжК  сЎϼ: The Prophet аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ set out with 

the intention of going to Suq 'Ukaz (market of 'Ukaz) along with 

some of his companions. At the same time, a barrier was put 

between the devils and the news of heaven. Fire commenced to 

be thrown at them. The Devils went to their people, who asked 

them, "What is wrong with you?" They said, "A barrier has been 

placed between us and the news of heaven. And fire has been 

thrown at us." They said, "The thing which has put a barrier 

between you and the news of heaven must be something which 

has happened recently. Go eastward and westward and see what 

has put a barrier between you and the news of heaven." Those 

who went towards Tuhama came across the Prophet at a place 

called Nakhla and it was on the way to Suq 'Ukaz and the 

Prophet аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ was offering the Fajr prayer with his 

companions. When they heard the Qur'an they listened to it and 

said, "By Allah, this is the thing which has put a barrier between 

us and the news of heaven." They went to their people and said, 

"O our people; verily we have heard a wonderful recital (Qur'an) 

which shows the true path; we believed in it and would not 

ascribe partners to our Lord." Allah revealed the following verses 

to his Prophet аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ (Sura 'Jinn') (72): "Say: It has been 

revealed to me." And what was revealed to him was the 

conversation of the Jinns.  

Bukhari, Book 12, Hadith 740 

 

Narrated Abu Ayyub йжК  сЎϼ: A man said to the Prophet  йтЯК  пЯЊ

аЯЂм "Tell me of such a deed as will make me enter Paradise." The 

people said, "What is the matter with him? What is the matter 

with him?" The Prophet said, "He has something to ask. (What 

he needs greatly) The Prophet аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ said: (In order to enter 

Paradise) you should worship Allah and do not ascribe any 

partners to Him, offer prayer perfectly, pay the Zakat and keep 

good relations with your kith and kin." 

Bukhari, Book 23, Hadith 479 
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News of Victory at Badr reaches Madinah 
 

The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ sent óAbdullah bin 

Rawahah йжК  сЎϼ and Zayd bin Harithah йжК  сЎϼ were despatched to 

Madinah, to convey the great news of victory of the Muslims at Badr 

to those who were left behind there. 

 

After seeing Zayd bin Harithah ride Qaswah, the she-camel of the 

Messenger of Allah, Muhammad ; the Jews and hypocrites of Madinah 

had spread the rumor that the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad  йтЯК  пЯЊ

аЯЂм was killed that is why Zayd bin Harithah йжК  сЎϼ was riding his she-

camel.  

 

The two messengers sent by the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad   пЯЊ

аЯЂм йтЯК broke the happy news of victory to the Muslims, and also gave 

accurate account of the battle to them who had been waiting anxiously. 

They immediately started acclaiming Allah‟s greatness and praise 

loudly. They went out of Madinah to receive the Messenger of Allah, 

Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ and his Sahabah (Companions). Seventy 

Quraysh were killed in the battle and an equal number was taken 

prisoner. Many prominent Quraysh chiefs were among the killed and 

the captives. 

 

Usamah bin Zayd йжК  сЎϼ narrated that they received the news of the 

victory at Badr shortly after Ruqayyah bint Muhammad ϝлжК  пЎϼ, the 

daughter of the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ, and the 

wife of óUthman bin „Affan йжК  сЎϼ was buried. She had been 
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terminally ill and the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ had 

asked óUthman bin „Affan йжК  сЎϼ to stay in Madinah to look after her. 

 

Before leaving the scene of the battle, there was a little confusion about 

the distribution of the trophies of war (Material won in war) among the 

participants of the battle. Until that time there was no fixed rule for their 

distribution. The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ deferred 

any solution till he receives a Wahi (Message from Allah) on the issue.  

At that time, the following Ayah (Verse) was revealed:

"They ask you (O Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ) about the 

spoils of war. Say: „The spoils are for Allah and the 

Messenger.‟ So fear Allah and adjust all matters of 

difference among you, and obey Allah and His 

Messenger (Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ), if you are 

believers."  

Surah (Chapter) al-Anfal (The Spoils of War) 8:1 

 

On their way back to Madinah, at a large sand hill, the Messenger of 

Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ divided the spoils equally among the 

fighters after he had taken Al-Khums (one-fifth). When they reached 

As-Safra" , he ordered that two of the prisoners should be killed. They 

were Nadr bin Harith and óUqbah bin Abi Mu'it, because they had 

persecuted the Muslims in Makkah, and harbored deep hatred towards 

Allah (God) and His Messenger аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ. In a nutshell, they were 

criminals of war in modern terminology, and their execution was an 

awesome lesson to oppressors. óUqbah forgot his pride and cried out, 

"Who will look after my children O Messenger of Allah?" The 

Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ answered, "The fire (of 

Hell). [Sunan Abu Dawud]" Did óUqbah forgot the day when he had 

thrown the entrails of a camel onto the head of the Messenger of Allah, 

Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ while he was prostrating himself in prayer, and 

Fatimah ϝлжК  пЎϼ had come and washed it off him? He had also 
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strangled the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ with his 

cloak if it had not been for Abu Bakr йжК  сЎϼ to intervene and release 

the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ. The heads of both 

criminals were struck off by óAli bin Abi Talib йжК  сЎϼ. 

 

People of Madinah came outside Madinah to receive the Messenger of 

Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ, and the victorious Muslim army.  

 

The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ entered Madinah as a 

victorious general who by the Grace of Allah (God) achieved the 

impossible, defeating a well armed army three times their own numbers. 

Seeing this, a large number of the people of Madinah accepted Islam. 

 

The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ instructed Muslims to 

treat the prisoners well.  

His Sahabah (Companions) алжК  сЎϼ used to give the captives their 

own bread (the more valued part of the meal) and keep the dates for 

themselves. 

 

Prisoners of war constituted a problem awaiting resolution because it 

was a new phenomenon in the history of Islam. The Messenger of 

Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ consulted Abu Bakr йжК  сЎϼ and óUmar 

bin Khattab йжК  сЎϼ as to what he should do with the prisoners. Abu 

Bakr йжК  сЎϼ suggested that he should ransom them, as they were their 

relatives, and this money would give Muslims strength against the 

Quraysh of Makkah. Also, Allah (God) could guide them to Islam by 

the good behavior of Muslims. óUmar йжК  сЎϼ advised killing them, 

saying, because they were the champions of Kufr  (disbelief)." The 

Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ preferred Abu Bakr   сЎϼ

йжК‟s suggestion to that of óUmar bin Khattab йжК  сЎϼ‟s. The following 

day, the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ said that a 

Qur‟anic verse had been revealed rebuking them for taking ransom 

from the captives rather than slaying them:

"It is not for a Prophet that he should have prisoners of 

war (and free them with ransom) until he had made a 

great slaughter (among his enemies) in the land. You 

desire the good of this world (i.e. the money of ransom 

for freeing the captives), but Allah desires (for you) the 

Hereafter. And Allah is All-Mighty, All-Wise. Were it 

not a previous ordainment from Allah, a severe torment 

would have touched you for what you took."

The previous Divine ordainment went as follows,

So, when you meet (in fight-Jihad in Allah's Cause) those 

who disbelieve, smite (their) necks till when you have 

killed and wounded many of them, then bind a bond 

firmly (on them, i.e. take them as captives).Thereafter (is 

the time) either for generosity (i.e. free them wihtout 

ransom), or ransom (according to what benefits Islam), 

until the ware lays down its burden. Thus [you are 

ordered by Allah to continue in ccarrying out Jihad 

against the disbelievers till they embrace Islam and are 

saved from the punishment in the Hell-fire or at least 

come under your protection], but if it had been Allah's 

Will, He Himself could certainly have punished them 

(without you). But (he lets you fight) in order to test some 
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of you with others. But those who are killed in the Way 

of Allah, He will never let their deeds be lost. 

Surah (Chapter) Muhammad (Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ) 

47:4 

 

It allowed a window of permission to take ransom. The ransom for the 

prisoners ranged between 4000 and 1000 Dirhams in accordance with 

the captive‟s financial situation. Another form of ransom assumed an 

educational dimension; most of the people of Makkah, unlike the 

people of Madinah, were literate and so each prisoner who could not 

afford the ransom was entrusted with ten children to teach them the art 

of writing and reading. Once the child had been proficient enough, the 

instructor would be set free. Another clan of prisoners were released un-

ransomed on grounds of being poor. Zaynab ϝлжК  пЎϼ, eldest daughter 

of the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ, paid the ransom of 

her husband Abul-óAs with a necklace, which was given to her by her 

mother Khadijah ϝлжК  пЎϼ at the time of her wedding. Muslims released 

her prisoner and returned the necklace as they had seen the Messenger 

of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ getting emotional after seeing his 

beloved wife's necklace. One condition was set that Abul-óAs would 

allow Zaynab ϝлжК  пЎϼ to migrate to Madinah, which he actually did. 

 

Suhayl bin „Amr was one of the Quraysh captives. He was an eloquent 

orator who used this gift to spread venom against Muslims. óUmar bin 

Khattab йжК  сЎϼ suggested that they pull out his front teeth to disable 

him from speaking, but the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad  йтЯК  пЯЊ

аЯЂм turned down his suggestion for fear of Allah‟s wrath on the Day of 

Resurrection. 

 

Saód bin An-Nu„man йжК  сЎϼ, a pilgrim of 'Umrah (Smaller Pilgrimage 

to the Ka'bah) who was held captive in Makkah, was released in return 

for setting Abu Sufyan‟s son, a captive, free. 
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Nursing of the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ 

during first few days of his birth 

 

Thuwaybah  
 
Besides his mother Aminah bint Wahb, the first woman who nursed the 

Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ was Thuwybah. 

(Muhammad Rasulullah by Abul Hasan „Ali Nadwi, Page 92) She was 

a slave girl of Abu Lahab bin „Abdul Muttalib, an uncle of the 

Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ. Thuwaybah nursed the 

Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ for several days.  

 

She was also nursing her son Masruh at that time. The Messenger of 

Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ shared the milk of Thuwaybah with her 

son Masruh. 

 

Thuwaybah had also suckled Hamzah bin „Abdul Muttalib йжК  сЎϼ 

before nursing the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ. Later 

Thuwaybah nursed Abu Salamah bin „Abdul Asad йжК  сЎϼ. (Al-

Bidayah wan-Nihayah by Ibn Kathir, Volume 2, Page 577) 

The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ had deep bonds and 

lifelong friendship with both of his brothers in nursing.  

 

The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ treated Thuwaybah 

well while he was in Makkah. His wife Khadijah bint Khuwaylid   пЎϼ

ϝлжК, who was also a wealthy trader, offered to buy her freedom from 

Abu Lahab bin „Abdul Muttalib several times.  
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But her master, Abu Lahab bin „Abdul Muttalib always refused the 

offer and did not free her. (Kitab al-Tabqat al-Kabir by Ibn Sa‟d, 

Volume 1, Page 119) Abu Lahab bin „Abdul Muttalib, for some 

reason, freed Thuwaybah after Muslims had migrated to Madinah. 

 

The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ remembered her even 

after migrating to Madinah. He used to send her money and clothes.  

 

The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad аЯЂм йтЯК  пЯЊ received the news of 

her death when he returned to Madinah after the victory at Khaybar in 

the year 7H (Hijrah). Her son Masruh had died earlier. (Kitab al-

Tabqat al-Kabir by Ibn Sa‟d, Volume 1, Page 119)

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Islamic Calendar - Rabi'  uth Thani 
 

One month after Hijrah  in the month of Rabiô uth Thani, two Rakôah 

(Units) were added to Zuhr (Early Afternoon), óAsr (Late Afternoon) 

and óIshaò (Night) Salah (Prayers) but two Rakôah (Units) remained 

for Qasr Salah (Shortened Prayers during travel). 

 

Rabiô uth Thani, is also known as Rabi' ul Akhir . 

 

Some Muslims erroneously 'celebrate' the 11th of Rabiô uth Thani as 

anniversary of Shaikh 'Abdul Qadir Jilani. It is the death anniversary 

which is celebrated. These celebrations take place in many parts of the 

Muslim world, despite of the fact that Islam does not have any tradition 

of celebrating birth or death anniversaries. Moreover it is so illogical to 

celebrate 'death'. 

 

Special dishes are prepared at great expense for Ithal Thawab (Sending 

Rewards after death) to Shaikh 'Abdul Qadir Jilani, without knowing 

the actual date of his death. Many 'Ulema" (Religous Scholars) put his 

date of death to 17th of Rabiô uth Thani. 

 

 

Irrespective of the accuracy of date, celebrating 'death' or 'birth 

anniversaries' is wrong as we have explained in the previous issue of 

ZamZam-magazine.  

 

Practicing anything new in the name of Islam is a Bid'ah (Innovation), 

if it was not practiced by the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad  йтЯК  пЯЊ

аЯЂм, his Sahabah (companions) and the two generations after them.

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Zakah (Poor Due Charity) rates at a glance  
 

Nisab (Minimum assets to qualify for paying Zakah) on gold is 20 

Mithqal (85 grams). 

Rate of Zakah (Poor Due Charity) on gold is 2.5%. 

It must be in possession for one year. 

 

Nisab (Minimum assets to qualify for paying Zakah) on silver is 200 

Dirham (595 grams). 

Rate of Zakah (Poor Due Charity) on silver is 2.5%. 

It must be in possession for one year. 

 

Nisab (Minimum assets to qualify for paying Zakah) for the 

merchandize meant for trading is equivalent to the value of other 

Amwal (Possessions) on which Zakah (Poor Due Charity) becomes 

due. 

 

Nisab (Minimum assets to qualify for paying Zakah)) for the 

merchandize meant for trading is calculated on stock after completion 

of one year (valued at the wholesale price).  

Money due to the business is also added to the value of stock. 

Rate of Zakah (Poor Due Charity) on merchandize for trading is 2.5%. 

 

Nisab (Minimum assets to qualify for paying Zakah) on farm produce is 

5 Wasq (300 Sa‟ = 563 kilograms).  

[1 Wasq = 60 Sa‟ = 130.56 kilograms (1 Sa‟ = 2.176 kilograms) (1 

kilogram = 2.2046 lb.)] 

 

Rate for óUshr (Zakah on farm produce) for produce grown from 

natural irrigation is 10%. 
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Rate for óUshr (Zakah on farm produce) for produce grown from 

artificial irrigation is 5%. 

óUshr (Zakah on farm produce) gets due on the day of harvesting. 

 

Sadqatul Fitr 
 

Sadqatul Fitr is a special charity which is paid to the poor and needy, 

before offering the óId al Fitr Salah (Festival of Charity), so that they 

can also enjoy the festivities. 

 

Sadqatul Fitr is due on all members of the family including infants and 

full time servants. 

 

Amount of Sadqatul Fitr is 1 Sa’ (2176 grams of wheat) or its 

equivalent in cash.

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Why did Islam prohibit eating the flesh of pigs? 

 
1. Islam was not the first religion to prohibit the eating of the flesh of 

pigs. The Jewish religion prohibited it at an earlier date. In Europe and 

America Jews do not eat the flesh of pigs, except in very rare cases, and 

nobody criticizes them. On the contrary, they respect their adherence to 

their faith. On most flights in the U.S.A. Jews demand Jewish or Kosher 

food and they are served without any remarks of criticism, because the 

Western World respects the religious observances of the Jewish faith. 

With the advent of Christ, he declared that he had not come to change 

the religious laws of the Jews, so it is only logical to assume that the 

flesh of pigs was also prohibited in Christianity. (Qardawi, Yusuf, The 

permitted and the prohibited, Qatar, 1978, p.42) 

 

2. Islam also prohibited eating the flesh of pigs and this prohibition is in 

keeping with the same prohibition of the previous Divine faiths. The 

Qur-an refers to this prohibition in four Qur-anic verses, namely: 2/173, 

5/9, 6/145 and 16/115.

3. In addition to this religious prohibition, there are many other reasons 

which corroborate this prohibition. Muslim scientists have proved that 

eating the flesh of pigs is extremely harmful, especially in hot climates. 

The Qur-anic verses which prohibit eating carrion and blood, and the 

danger of eating carrion and blood is an undeniable facts as a result of 

the micro-organisms and toxins they contain. Although recent scientific 

methods have succeeded in treating the flesh of pigs in such a way as to 

render it free of micro-organism. No one can predict what the future 

holds. Scientists took centuries to discover one disease, and God 

Almighty, who created man, knows what is good for him and what 

harms him, the following Qur-anic verse emphasizes this fact: “But 

over all endued with knowledge is One, The All-Knowing.”
